High Drama, collection of contemporary paintings belonging to Hugo and Carla Brown has taken over The Dutch Cultural Pop-up space in London a few days ago. An exhibition full of melodrama and referencing the gothic painting heritage in Netherlands. The reception was hosted by the Embassy of Netherlands in UK. An event full of recognised figures in the Dutch art.

Due the eighth Frieze Art Fair, the international art fair in London where more than 150 galleries are featured and total support to the contemporary artist, London has been burning, taking the position of  most influential art fair. The city every year by this time meets hundred of artists and new projects ready to see as the unveil of secret collections in possession of most influential families. As the private collection of art belonging to Hugo and Carla Brown as family-holders, coinciding  in time with the Art Fair, High Drama picks up a part of the huge legacy of the family most of the art works Dutch painting as some sculptures and a video media. The exhibition as such has a dramatical connotation being a domestic tie between the artist and its personal environment a clearly mix of  gothic  theme and realism, we were submerged in the Dutch painting traditions connecting with the moderns technics of art.

Successful artist as Erwin Olaf, Hernan Bas, Anne Wenzel, David Haines, Christian Schoeler, Marc Bijl, Iris Van Dongen  among many more have their particular version of exploring their personal visions in the directions of politics, personal or conceptual. The opening reception was commissioned  by the Embassy of Netherlands in UK, an event where top executive of Netherlands as recognised artist got together to discover the art secrets of the family Brown wich we do expect to discover every year with another overwhelming exhibition.
